INTEGRITY

Intervention integrity is the degree to which an intervention plan is implemented as intended.  Many interventions probably fail because they were not implemented as intended (Greshman, 1989).  The reasons for poor treatment integrity are multifaceted; for example, the interventions may be too complicated, the teacher or parent may lack time or skills to implement it, or the target student may simply resist.  Elliott and Gresham (1991) recommended that teachers be provided short checklists as a means of prompting adherence to an agreed-on intervention.  Such a checklist is composed of the key steps of the intervention.  Checklists can also enhance communication among pre-referral team members, parents, and students about the intervention.  Figure 3.2 provides an example of an integrity checklist.
